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Football United’s preliminary ARC research findings indicate

that Football United has made the following impact in the area
of social inclusion:

e FUn program schools indicate 98% feelings of social engagement and
community participation compared to 72% for non-program schools.

e FUn program schools indicate 75% feelings of positive appreciation
for, and engagement with friends from different cultures compared to
42% for non-program schools.

Among boys and male participants:

¢ Significant reduction in peer-related problems among male FUn
participants, as compared to those in comparison sites.

¢ Significant increase in positive orientation toward ethnic groups other
than their own compared to data from comparison sites.
